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Age Platform Europe is a network of over 150 organizations from the European Union Member States representing 28 million members. It's role is to promote the interests of and policies to ensure the inclusion of older people in European societies and works closely with the European Disability Forum in many areas of common concern -- e.g. social inclusion, human rights, accessibility, health, employment. AGE also participates as an end user in a variety of Information communication and Technology (ICT) innovative programs in attempt to ensure they are geared to the needs of the fragile and disabled. These include  various Ambient Assisted Living programs (for example on adapting homes) to ICT based games (to encourage active social participation and stimulate mental processes).  AGE strongly pushes with EDF  for universal standards in eHealth and services, in accessibility to new technologies for all older people and the disabled and for inclusive design in innovatory technologies.
